• Multi-use path on both sides of the street 
• Trail connections along Sand Creek
• Additional lane in each direction with shoulders
• Raised median
• New signal at Issaquah Drive
• Storm sewer pipes, inlets and water quality structures

Project Benefits
• Enhance pedestrian access with new multi-use paths, 

connections and crosswalks
• Improve mobility by adding an additional lane in each 

direction and turn lanes at select intersections
• Change access points and remove turning movement 

conflicts for drivers
• Optimize safety by installing a new traffic signal at 

Issaquah Drive
• Address groundwater infiltration near Peterson Road

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Traffic impacts during construction
• Maintain a safe work zone
• Provide access to homes and businesses
• Maintain one lane in each direction
• Expect temporary pavement and lane shifts 
• Use night lane closures with alternating traffic
• Communicate construction activities and impacts

Possible construction phasing*
• Relocate private utilities
• Place storm sewer system on north side of the road
• Pave the north side of the road
• Shift traffic onto new pavement
• Place remaining storm sewer system pipes and inlets
• Complete paving 
• Construct remaining medians and sidewalks
