No contract will be awarded to any Offeror who is in arrears to the City, upon any debt or
contract, or who is in default, in any capacity, upon any obligation to the City or is deemed
to be irresponsible or unreliable by the City based on past performance.

1.16 NON-COLORADO ENTITIES

If Offeror is a foreign entity, Offeror shall comply with C.R.S. section 7-90-801, “Authority
to transact business or conduct activities required,” and section 7-90-802,
“Consequences of transacting business or conducting activities without authority.”

Before or at the time that the contract is awarded to an entity organized or operating
outside the State of Colorado, such entity shall obtain authorization to do business in the
State of Colorado, designate a place of business herein, and appoint an agent for service
of process.

Such entity must furnish the City of Colorado Springs with a certificate from the Secretary
of the State of Colorado to the effect that a certificate of authority to do business in the
State of Colorado has been issued by that office and is still valid.

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1.17 PROCUREMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS

All projects advertised by the City of Colorado Springs are solicited in accordance with
the City's Procurement Rules and Regulations.

1.20 SALES TAX

The successful Offeror, if awarded a contract, shall apply to the Colorado Department of
Revenue for a tax-exempt certificate for this project.

1.21 INTERPRETATION OF PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS

Any change to proposal forms, plans, or specifications prior to the opening of proposals
will be issued by the City in the form of an Amendment. Certain individuals may be named
in the RFP that have authority to provide information, clarification or interpretation to
Offerors prior to opening of proposals.

2.2 COVERLETTER

The cover letter shall be no more than three pages. The cover letter shall contain at least
the following information.

A. RFP Number and Project Name.

B. Statement that the Offeror is qualified to perform the work.

C. Certification Statement that the information and data submitted are true and complete
to the best knowledge of the individual signing the letter.

D. Name, telephone number, email address, and physical address of the individual to
contact regarding the proposal.

E. The signature of an authorized principal, partner, or officer of the Offeror.

2.3 PROPOSAL CERTIFICATION

2.4  ORGANIZATIONAL BACKGROUND AND OVERVIEW

The Offeror must provide a brief history and overview of its company and its
organizational structure, with special emphasis on how this project will fit within that
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structure. Also include principal place of business location(s), office locations, and size of
firm. Financial stability information (annual public reports or private financial statements
shall be included in an appendix or under separate cover; private financial information will
be kept confidential by the City) may be requested during the proposal evaluation and
award process.

2.5 PROPOSAL NARRATIVE/TECHNICAL AND MANAGEMENT APPROACH

In the proposal narrative/technical and management approach section, the Offeror should
explain what the Offeror will do and how it will perform if awarded a contract.

2.5.1 TECHNICAL AREA

The Offeror must explain its overall solution, considering the scope of work or statement
of work provided. The content must include, but not necessarily be limited to, the following
information.

A. Understanding of and Compliance with Technical Requirements

In the Technical Area, the Offeror should address each work area in sufficient detail to
demonstrate a clear and full understanding of the work necessary to complete the project.
The proposal should not merely parrot the requirements of the RFP. Further, the Offeror
should provide evidence of sufficient planning to ensure the work is completed on
schedule and within budget. It is highly recommended that the Offeror provide sufficient
content and detail to answer completely the following questions:

1. Does the proposal demonstrate a firm understanding of the requirements and
goals of the Statement of Work, as well as industry standards and reasonable
expectations for a company in the industry?

2. Does the proposal fully and completely address each requirement and goal of the
Statement of Work?

3. Does the proposal provide solutions to indicate that requirements and goals will be

met on schedule?

Does the technical solution seem realistic?

Does it generally appear that the Offeror knows and thoroughly understands the

business and the RFP requirements?

B. Project Approach

In the Technical Area, the Offeror should clearly present proposed solutions and indicate
that it has performed adequate planning to accomplish project tasks as defined in the
Statement of Work. Innovations, efficiencies, and detailed specifics are all encouraged.

The Offeror must at least address the following areas:

1. Schedule Management. Discuss Offeror’s approach to schedule management
including updating and reporting progress of the work.
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2. Quality Control. Discuss Offeror’s quality control plan, processes and approach to
ensure that the City receives a quality product.
3. Safety. Discuss Offeror's approach and commitment to safety for its workers, the
public, and City employees, if services are accomplished on a City site.
4. Potential issues that Offeror foresees with this project and how Offeror would make
adjustments if encountered.

It is highly recommended that the Offeror provide sufficient content and detail to answer
completely the following questions.

1. Does the proposal include a complete plan to accomplish each requirement,
including subcontracting (if applicable)?

2. Does the proposal demonstrate that appropriate and qualified personnel and
equipment will be provided to carry out the requirement?

3. Is the proper level of effort directed toward each requirement? Does the level of
effort look unrealistically low or unreasonably high?

2.5.2 MANAGEMENT AREA

Offeror must explain its method of managing the work to be performed. The content must
include, but no necessarily be limited to, the following information.

A. Program Management Controls
In the Management Area, the Offeror should provide:

1. A plan of operation, to include management of personnel, workload, schedule, and
budget

2. An organization chart which demonstrates clear and effective lines of authority,
responsibility, and communication for management, supervisory, and technical
personnel. The plan should address which job classification or personnel will be
assigned to each task and how that determination is made. Basic human resource
management concepts should be addressed, including hiring, firing, discipline,
incentive plans, etc.

3. If the Offeror plans to subcontract more than 10% of the work, include information
on how the Offeror plans to manage its subcontractors.

4. A detailed schedule for the project showing the key activities and how they will
meet or improve the City’s timeframe and maximize efficiency to provide the best
value to the City and minimize impacts to the public. The schedule shall be based on
the Offeror's understanding and approach to the work as addressed above.
Schedules should address controls to ensure the project will remain on schedule and
on budget. Schedules submitted for this project shall assume a start date of March 1,
2025

It is highly recommended that the Offeror provide sufficient content and detail to answer
completely the following questions.
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1. Does the proposal address the issues above in sufficient detail to demonstrate a
sophisticated and mature management control system?

2. Are program management controls consistent with the technical portion of the
proposal, especially regarding schedule and level of effort?

3. Do the plan and controls indicate that the Offeror will obtain, keep, and efficiently
utilize high-quality personnel?

4. Does the proposal explain how the Offeror will address corrective actions in case
of delays (e.g. expediting materials, additional resources, etc.)?

5. Does the proposal explain how the Offeror will remain within schedule and budget?

B. Past Performance/Relevant Experience

In the Management Area, the Offeror should provide at least three references or name
contracts demonstrating that it successfully provided services/products that are the same
or similar to those required in the RFP. The proposal should adequately explain how the
projects were completed on schedule and within budget. It is highly recommended that
the Offeror provide sufficient content and detail to answer completely the following
guestions.

1. Does the proposal include at least three references or past performance citations?
2. Are the references or past performance citations relevant to the requirements of
the Statement of Work of the RFP?

3. Does the Offeror explain how they were successful on the projects provided as
past performance?

4. Does the Offeror apply the past performance to the City requirement in such a way
as to demonstrate added value due to experience?

C. Key Personnel

In the Management Area, resumes must be provided for all personnel considered key, as
required by the RFP. Resumes do not count toward the page limit. It is highly
recommended that the Offeror provide sufficient content and detail to answer completely
the following questions. Explain how the key personnel were related to the projects cited
as relevant past performance.

1. Does the Offeror provide complete resumes, including education, experience,
background information, accomplishments, and other pertinent information?

2. Does the Offeror provide resumes for all key personnel, as required by the RFP?
3. Do the resumes demonstrate adequate professional, technical, and management
levels to accomplish the work effectively and efficiently?

2.6 PRICE AREA
In the Price Area, the Offeror should provide a detailed breakdown of the price for each

year of performance. The price must be all-inclusive and include all unit costs for material,
labor, other direct costs (e.g. travel), indirect costs (i.e. overhead and general and
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administrative costs), and profit/fee. Offers must include sufficient detail to allow insight
into the fairness and reasonableness of the price. If the contract type will be Time and
Material (T&M) labor categories, labor rates, separated profit, and estimated material
costs must be included in detail.

In addition, although price may not be the most important factor, it is still very important
to the City of Colorado Springs.

1. The following apply to the Technical and Management Areas:

Exceptional — The proposal meets all and exceeds many of the requirements of
the RFP to the benefit of the City, and the information provided is of such a nature
as to answer all questions without need for further inquiry. There are no corrective
actions required, and no compromise of requirements is needed.

Very Good — The proposal meets all and exceeds some of the requirements of the
RFP to the benefit of the City, and the information provided is of such a nature as
to answer most questions without need for further inquiry. There are no corrective
actions required, and no compromise of requirements is needed.

Satisfactory — The proposal meets the requirements of the RFP, and the
information provided is of such a nature as to answer many questions without need
for further inquiry. There are very few corrective actions required, and no
substantive compromise of requirements is needed.

Marginal — The proposal does not meet some of the requirements of the RFP, and
the information provided is of such a nature as to require some clarification. There
are some corrective actions required, and some non-substantive compromise of
requirements is needed.

This is a Time and Material (T&M) type contract. The Not to Exceed estimate is in
accordance with the Contractor's T&M proposal and rates, as included in the attached
proposal, dated XXXXXX. All labor charges shall be in accordance with the T&M rates
provided therein. Invoiced hours shall be subject to City review and approval before
payable.

The parties estimate that performance of this Contract will not exceed the Not to Exceed
estimate. The Contractor shall notify the City Contracts Specialist in writing whenever it
has reason to believe that the costs the Contractor expects to incur under this Contract in
the following 60 days, when added to all costs previously incurred, will exceed 75 percent
of the estimated cost specified herein; or the total cost for the performance of this Contract
will be either greater or substantially less than had been previously estimated. As part of
the notification, the Contractor shall provide the Contracts Specialist a revised estimate of
the total cost of performing this Contract.

The City is not liable for any costs above the Not to Exceed estimate, and the Contractor
is not obligated to continue performance under this Contract (including actions under the
Termination clause of this Contract) or otherwise incur costs in excess of the Not to Exceed
estimate specified herein, until the City Contracts Specialist

Notifies the Contractor in writing that the estimated cost has been increased and provides
a revised estimated total not to exceed price of performing this Contract.
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3. TERM OF CONTRACT

It is further agreed that the Contractor will start work promptly and continue to work
diligently until completed. The Contract Period of Performance shall be as follows:

Option years may be exercised unilaterally by the City at the City’s sole discretion. Pricing
for option years shall be as indicated above. The City may elect not to exercise an option
at any time before start of an option at no additional cost to the City. Further, the City shall
have the unilateral option of extending services beyond the term of the Contract, including
all options, for a period not to exceed a total of six (6) months if additional time is
necessary to solicit and award a new Contract. Options to extend services shall be
exercised upon written notification (mailed or otherwise furnished) to the Contractor at
least fifteen (15) days prior to the expiration date of the Contract, or to extend Contract
for up to four additional one year option periods at the City’s sole discretion.

The total value of this Contract for all years shall not exceed $XXXXXXX. The value and
current funding is $XXXXXXXX for the base year.

OR

Contractor will start work promptly after the Notice to Proceed and continue to work
diligently until completed. The Contractor shall complete all work on an as ordered basis
throughout the Contract period which is Calendar Days after the Notice-to-Proceed
(“Period of Performance”) as per the specifications and drawings. The Contractor shall
provide a two-year guarantee on all work performed under this Contract after the job has
been completed and accepted.

4. INSURANCE

The Contractor shall provide and maintain acceptable Insurance Policy(s) consistent with
the Minimum Insurance Requirements attached as Appendix E, which includes Property,
Liability and Professional Errors and Omissions coverage, and as otherwise listed in
Appendix E. The City of Colorado Springs shall be reflected as an additional insured on
the Property and Liability policy(s).

Further, Contractor understands and agrees that Contractor shall have no right of

coverage under any existing or future City comprehensive, self, or personal injury policies.
Contractor shall provide insurance coverage for and on behalf of Contract that will
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sufficiently protect Contractor, or Contractor's agents, employees, servants or other
personnel, in connection with the services which are to be provided by Contractor
pursuant to this Contract, including protection from claims for bodily injury, death, property
damage, and lost income. Contractor shall provide worker's compensation insurance
coverage for Contractor and all Contractor personnel. Contractor shall file applicable
insurance certificates with the City and shall also provide additional insurance as
indicated in this Contract. A CURRENT CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE IS REQUIRED
PRIOR TO COMMENCEMENT OF SERVICES LISTING THE CITY AS ADDITIONALLY
INSURED.

5. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR

A. The Contractor shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy,
and the coordination of all Scope of Work services furnished by the Contractor under
this Contract. The Contractor shall, without additional compensation, correct or revise
any errors or deficiencies in services provided under this Contract to the satisfaction
of the City.

B. The City's review, approval of, acceptance of, or payment for the services required
under this Contract shall not be construed to operate as a waiver of any rights under
this Contract or of any cause of action arising out of the performance of this Contract,
and the Contractor shall be and remain liable to the City for any and all damages to
the City caused by the Contractor's negligent performance of any of the services
furnished under this Contract.

C. The rights and remedies of the City provided for under this Contract are in addition to
any other rights and remedies provided by law.

D. If the Contractor is comprised of more than one legal entity, each such entity shall be
jointly and severally liable hereunder.

6. WORK OVERSIGHT

A. The extent and character of the work to be done by the Contractor shall be subject to
the general approval of the City’s delegated Project Manager.

B. If any of the work or services being performed does not conform with Contract
requirements, the City may require the Contractor to perform the work or services
again in conformity with Contract requirements, at no increase in Contract amount.
When defects in work or services cannot be corrected by re-performance, the City
may (1) require the Contractor to take necessary action to ensure that future
performance conforms to Contract requirements and (2) reduce the Contract price to
reflect the reduced value of the work or services performed.

C. If the Contractor fails to promptly perform the defective work or services again or to
take the necessary action to ensure future performance is in conformity with Contract
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requirements, the City may (1) by Contract or otherwise, perform the services and
charge to the Contractor any cost incurred by the City that is directly related to the
performance of such work or service or (2) terminate the Contract for breach of
contract.

7. SUBCONTRACTORS, ASSOCIATES, AND OTHER CONTRACTORS

A. Any subcontractor, outside associates, or other contractors used by the Contractor in
connection with Contractor's work under this Contract shall be limited to individuals or
firms that are specifically identified by the Contractor in the Contractor's proposal and
agreed to by the City. The Contractor shall obtain the City’s Project Manager’s written
consent before making any substitution of these subcontractors, associates, or other
contractors.

B. The Contractor shall include a flow down clause in all of its subcontracts, agreements
with outside associates, and agreements with other contractors. The flow down clause
shall cause all of the terms and conditions of this Contract, including all of the
applicable parts of the Contract Documents, to be incorporated into all subcontracts,
agreements with outside associates, and agreements with other contractors. The flow
down clause shall provide clearly that there is no privity of contract between the City
and the Contractor's subcontractors, outside associates, and other contractors.

8. KEY PERSONNEL

The key personnel listed in the proposal and/or below will be the individuals used in the
performance of the work. If any of the listed key personnel leave employment or are
otherwise not utilized in the performance of the work, approval to substitute must be
obtained by the Contractor from the City’s Project Manager. Any substitute shall have the
same or a higher standard of qualifications that the key personnel possessed at the time
of Contract award.

9. START AND CONTINUANCE OF WORK

It is further agreed that the Contractor will start work promptly and continue to work
diligently until this Contract is completed.

10.APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS

This Contract is expressly made subject to the limitations of the Colorado Constitution
and Section 7-60 of the Charter of the City of Colorado Springs. Nothing herein shall
constitute, nor be deemed to constitute, the creation of a debt or multi-year fiscal
obligation or an obligation of future appropriations by the City Council of Colorado
Springs, contrary to Article X, 8§ 20, Colo. Const., or any other constitutional, statutory, or
charter debt limitation. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, with respect
to any financial obligation of the City which may arise under this Agreement in any fiscal
year after the year of execution, in the event the budget or other means of appropriation
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for any such year fails to provide funds in sufficient amounts to discharge such obligation,
such failure (i) shall act to terminate this Contract at such time as the then-existing and
available appropriations are depleted, and (ii) neither such failure nor termination shall
constitute a default or breach of this Contract, including any sub-agreement, attachment,
schedule, or exhibit thereto, by the City. As used herein, the term “appropriation” shall
mean and include the due adoption of an appropriation ordinance and budget and the
approval of a Budget Detail Report (Resource Allocations) which contains an allocation
of sufficient funds for the performance of fiscal obligations arising under this Contract.

11.CHANGES

The Contractor and the City agree and acknowledge as a part of this Contract that no
change order or other form or order or directive may be issued by the City which requires
additional compensable work to be performed, which work causes the aggregate amount
payable under the Contract to exceed the amount appropriated for this Contract as listed
above, unless the Contractor has been given a written assurance by the City that lawful
appropriations to cover the costs of the additional work have been made or unless such
work is covered under a remedy-granting provision of this Contract. The Contractor and
the City further agree and acknowledge as a part of this Contract that no change order or
other form or order or directive which requires additional compensable work to be
performed under this Contract shall be issued by the City unless funds are available to
pay such additional costs, and, regardless of any remedy-granting provision included
within this Contract, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any additional compensation
for any change which increases or decreases the Contract completion date, or for any
additional compensable work performed under this Contract, and expressly waives any
rights to additional compensation, whether by law or equity, unless, prior to commencing
the additional work, the Contractor is given a written change order describing the change
in Contract completion date or the additional compensable work to be performed, and
setting forth the amount of compensation to be paid, and such change order is signed by
the authorized City representative, as defined below. The amount of compensation to be
paid, if any, shall be deemed to cover any and all additional, direct, indirect or other cost
or expense or profit of the Contractor whatsoever. It is the Contractor's sole responsibility
to know, determine, and ascertain the authority of the City representative signing any
change order under this Contract.

No change, amendment, or modification to this Contract shall be valid unless duly
approved and issued in writing by the City of Colorado Springs Procurement Services
Division. The City shall not be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor resulting
from work performed for changes not issued in writing by the City of Colorado Springs
Procurement Services Division.

The following personnel are authorized to sign changes, amendments, or modifications
to this Contract.

The City of Colorado Springs Deputy Chief of Staff: $150,000.00 to $499,999.99
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The City of Colorado Springs Chief of Staff: $500,000.00 to $1,999,999.99
The Mayor of Colorado Springs: Unlimited

12. ASSIGNMENT

No assignment or transfer by the Contractor of this Contract or any part thereof or of the
funds to be received thereunder by the Contractor will be recognized unless such
assignment has had the prior written approval of the City and the surety has been given
due notice of such assignment. Such written approval by the City shall not relieve the
Contractor of the obligations under the terms of this Contract. In addition to the usual
recitals in assignment contracts, the following language must be included in the
assignment:

It is agreed that the funds to be paid to the assignee under this assignment are subject to
a prior lien for services rendered or materials supplied for the performance of the work
called for in said contract in favor of all persons, firms, or corporations rendering such
services or supplying such materials.

13.CHOICE OF LAW

This Contract is subject to and shall be interpreted under the law of the State of Colorado,
and the Charter, City Code, Ordinances, Rules and Regulations of the City of Colorado
Springs, Colorado, a Colorado home rule city. Court venue and jurisdiction shall be
exclusively in the Colorado District Court for EI Paso County, Colorado. The Parties agree
that the place of performance for this Contract is deemed to be in the City of Colorado
Springs, El Paso County, State of Colorado. The Contractor shall ensure that the
Contractor and the Contractor's employees, agents, officers and subcontractors are
familiar with, and comply with, applicable Federal, State, and Local laws and regulations
as now written or hereafter amended.

14. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE

Contractor shall take out and maintain during the Period of Performance, Colorado
Worker's Compensation Insurance for the Contractor and all employees of the Contractor.
If any service is sublet by the Contractor, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor
to provide the same coverage for the subcontractor and subcontractor's employees.
Workers’ Compensation Insurance shall include occupational disease provisions
covering any obligations of the Contractor in accord with the provisions of the Workers’
Compensation Act of Colorado.

15.INDEMNIFICATION
Contractor agrees that the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the City,
its officers, employees and agents, from and against any and all loss, damage, injuries,

claims, cause or causes of action, or any liability whatsoever resulting from, or arising out
of, or in connection with the Contractor's obligations or actions under this Contract caused

by any willful or negligent error, omission or act or a failure to observe any applicable
standard of care by the Contractor or any person employed by it or anyone for whose
acts the Contractor is legally liable. In consideration of the award of this Contract, to the
extent damages are covered by insurance, the Contractor agrees to waive all rights of
subrogation against the City, its subsidiary, parent, associated and/or affiliated entities,
successors, or assigns, its elected officials, trustees, employees, agents, and volunteers
for losses arising from the work performed by the Contractor for the City. The
indemnification obligation shall survive the expiration or termination of this Contract

16.INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

In the performance of the Contractor's obligations under this Contract, it is understood,
acknowledged and agreed between the parties that the Contractor is at all times acting
and performing as an independent contractor, and the City shall neither have nor exercise
any control or direction over the manner and means by which the Contractor performs the
Contractor's obligations under this Contract, except as otherwise stated within the
Contract terms. The City shall not provide any direction to the Contractor on the work
necessary to complete the project. Contractor understands that it is an independent
contractor responsible for knowing how to perform all work or tasks necessary to
complete project. The Contractor understands and agrees that the Contractor and the
Contractor's employees, agents, servants, or other personnel are not City employees.
The Contractor shall be solely responsible for payment of salaries, wages, payroll taxes,
unemployment benefits or any other form of compensation or benefit to the Contractor or
any of the Contractor's employees, agents, servants or other personnel performing
services or work under this Contract, whether it is of a direct or indirect nature. Further in
that regard, it is expressly understood and agreed that for such purposes neither the
Contractor nor the Contractor's employees, agents, servants or other personnel shall be
entitled to any City payroll, insurance, unemployment, worker's compensation, retirement
or any other benefits whatsoever.

17.APPLICABLE LAW AND LICENSES

In the conduct of the services or work contemplated in this Contract, the Contractor shall
ensure that the Contractor and all subcontractors comply with all applicable state, federal
and City and local law, rules and regulations, technical standards or specifications. The
Contractor shall qualify for and obtain any required licenses prior to commencement of
work.

18.PRIOR AGREEMENTS

This is a completely integrated Contract and contains the entire agreement between the
parties. Any prior written or oral agreements or representations regarding this Contract
shall be of no effect and shall not be binding on the City. This Contract may only be
amended in writing, and executed by duly authorized representatives of the parties
hereto.
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19.INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

The Parties hereby agree, and acknowledge, that all products, items writings, designs,
models, examples, or other work product of the Contractor produced pursuant to this
Contract are works made for hire, and that the City owns, has, and possesses any and
all ownership rights and interests to any work products of the Contractor made under this
Contract, including any and all copyright, trademark, or patent rights, and that
compensation to the Contractor for Agreement and acknowledgment of this intellectual
property right section of this Contract is included in any compensation or price whatsoever
paid to the Contractor under this Contract. It is the intent of the parties that the City shall
have full ownership and control of the Contractor's work products produced pursuant to
this Contract, and the Contractor specifically waives and assigns to the City all rights
which Contractor may have under the 1990 Visual Artists Rights Act, federal, and state
law, as now written or later amended or provided. In the event any products, items
writings, designs, models, examples, or other work product produced pursuant to this
Contract is deemed by a court of competent jurisdiction not to be a work for hire under
federal copyright laws, this intellectual property rights provision shall act as an irrevocable
assignment to the City by the Contractor of any and all copyrights, trademark rights, or
patent rights in the Contractor's products, items writings, designs, models, examples, or
other work product produced pursuant to this Contract, including all rights in perpetuity.
Under this irrevocable assignment, the Contractor hereby assigns to the City the sole and
exclusive right, title, and interest in and to the Contractor's products, items writings,
designs, models, examples, or other work product produced pursuant to this Contract,
without further consideration, and agrees to assist the City in registering and from time to
time enforcing all copyrights and other rights and protections relating to the Contractor's
products, items writings, designs, models, examples, or other work product in any and all
countries. It is the Contractor's specific intent to assign all right, title, and interest
whatsoever in any and all copyright rights in the Contractor's products, items writings,
designs, models, examples, or other work product produced pursuant to this Contract, in
any media and for any purpose, including all rights of renewal and extension, to the City.
To that end, the Contractor agrees to execute and deliver all necessary documents
requested by the City in connection therewith and appoints the City as Contractor's agent
and attorney-in-fact to act for and in Contractor's behalf and stead to execute, register,
and file any such applications, and to do all other lawfully permitted acts to further the
registration, prosecution, issuance, renewals, and extensions of copyrights or other
protections with the same legal force and effect as if executed by the Contractor; further,
the parties expressly agree that the provisions of this intellectual property rights section
shall be binding upon the parties and their heirs, legal representatives, successors, and
assigns.

20.WAIVERS
No waiver of default by the City of any of the terms, covenants, and conditions hereof to
be performed, kept, and observed by the Contractor shall be construed, or shall operate,

as a waiver of any subsequent default of any of the terms, covenants, or conditions herein
contained to be performed, kept, and observed by the Contractor.
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21. THIRD PARTIES

It is expressly understood and agreed that enforcement of the terms and conditions of
this Contract, and all rights of action relating to such enforcement, shall be strictly
reserved to the Parties hereto, and nothing contained in this Contract shall give or allow
any such claim or right of action by any other or third person or entity on such Contract.
It is the express intention of the Parties hereto that any person or entity, other than the
Parties to this Contract, receiving services or benefits under this Contract shall be
deemed to be incidental beneficiaries only.

22. TERMINATION

A. Termination for Convenience.

By signing this Contract, Contractor represents that it is a sophisticated business and
enters into the Contract voluntarily, has calculated all business risks associated with
this Contract, and understands and assumes all risks of being terminated for
convenience, whether such risks are known or not known. Contractor agrees that the
City may terminate this Contract at any time for convenience of the City, upon written
notice to the Contractor. Contractor expressly agrees to and assumes the risk that the
City shall not be liable for any costs or fees of whatsoever kind and nature if
termination for convenience occurs before Contractor begins any work or portion of
the work. Contractor further expressly agrees and assumes the risks that the City shall
not be liable for any unperformed work, anticipated profits, overhead, mobilizations
costs, set-up, demobilization costs, relocation costs of employees, layoffs or
severance costs, administrative costs, productivity costs, losses on disposal of
equipment or materials, cost associated with the termination of subcontractors, costs
associated with purchase orders or purchases, or any other costs or fees of any kind
and nature, if Contractor has started or performed portions of the Contract prior to
receiving notice from the City. The City shall be liable only for the portions of work
Contractor actually satisfactorily completed up to the point of the issuance of the
Notice of Termination for convenience. Upon receipt of this notice the Contractor shall
immediately: discontinue all services affected (unless the notice directs otherwise),
and deliver to the City all data, drawings, specifications, reports, estimates,
summaries, and other information and materials accumulated in performing this
Contract, whether completed or in process.

B. Termination for Cause: The occurrence of any one or more of the following events
(“Event of Default”) will justify termination for cause:

i. Contractor’s failure to perform the work in accordance with the Contract Documents
(including, but not limited to, failure to supply sufficient skilled workers or suitable
materials or equipment or failure to adhere to the progress schedule as adjusted
from time to time.

ii. Contractor's disregard of the laws or regulations of any public body having
jurisdiction.

iii. Contractor’s disregard of the authority of Project Manager.
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iv. Contractor’s violation in any material provision of the Contract Documents.

v. Contractor’s failure to make prompt payments to its subcontractors, and suppliers of
any tier, or laborers or any person working on the work by, through, or under the
Contractor or any of them, any all of their employees, officers, servants, members,
and agents.

vi. Contractor files a petition commencing a voluntary case under the U.S. Bankruptcy
Code, or for liquidation, reorganization, or an arrangement pursuant to any other
U.S. or state bankruptcy Laws, or shall be adjudicated a debtor or be declared
bankrupt or insolvent under the U.S. Bankruptcy Code, or any other federal or state
laws relating to bankruptcy, insolvency, winding-up, or adjustment of debts, or
makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, or admits in writing its
inability to pay its debts generally as they become due, or if a petition commencing
an involuntary case under the U.S. Bankruptcy Code or an answer proposing the
adjudication of Contractor as a debtor or bankrupt or proposing its liquidation or
reorganization pursuant to the Bankruptcy Code or any other U.S. federal or state
bankruptcy laws is filed in any court and Contractor consents to or acquiesces in the
filing of that pleading or the petition or answer is not discharged or denied within
sixty (60) Calendar Days after it is filed.

vii. A custodian, receiver, trustee or liquidator of Contractor, all or substantially all of the
assets or business of Contractor, or of Contractor’s interest in the Work or the
Contract, is appointed in any proceeding brought against Contractor and not
discharged within sixty (60) Calendar Days after that appointment, or if Contractor
shall consent to or acquiesces in that appointment.

viii. Contractor fails to commence correction of defective work or fails to correct defective
work within a reasonable period of time after written notice.

If one or more of the events identified in Paragraphs i-viii above occur, City may give
Contractor written notice of the event and direct the event be cured. Any such Notice to
Cure will provide Contractor a minimum of ten (10) calendar days to prepare and submit
to the Project Manager a plan to correct the Event of Default. If such plan to correct the
Event of Default is not submitted to the Project Manager within ten (10) days after the
date of the written notice or such plan is unacceptable to the City, the City may, give
Contractor (and the Surety, if any) written notice that Contractor’s services are being
terminated for cause. Upon delivery of the termination notice, City may terminate the
services of Contractor in whole or in part, exclude Contractor from the site, and take
possession of the work and of all Contractor's tools, appliances, equipment, and
machinery at the project site, and use the same to the full extent they could be used by
Contractor (without liability to Contractor for trespass or conversion), incorporate in the
work all materials and equipment stored at the site or for which City has paid Contractor
but which are stored elsewhere, and finish the work as City may deem expedient. In such
case, Contractor shall not be entitled to receive any further payment until Certificate of
Completion of the work. In the event City terminates this Contract for Cause and the cost
of completing the work exceeds the unpaid balance of the Contract price, Contractor shall
pay City for any costs of completion which exceed the Contract price when combined with
all amounts previously paid to Contractor. When exercising any rights or remedies under
this paragraph City shall not be required to obtain the lowest price for the work performed.
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Should the cost of such completion, including all proper charges, be less than the original
Contract price, the amount so saved shall accrue to the City. Neither the City nor any
officer, agent or employee of the City shall be in any way liable or accountable to the
Contractor or the Surety for the method by which the completion of the said work, or any
portion thereof, may be accomplished or for the price paid.

Where Contractor’s services have been so terminated by City, the termination will not
affect any rights or remedies of City against Contractor or Surety then existing or which
may thereafter accrue. Any retention or payment of moneys due Contractor by City will
not release Contractor from liability.

C. Termination Notice. Upon receipt of a termination notice, whether for convenience or
cause, the Contractor shall immediately: discontinue all services affected (unless the
notice directs otherwise), and deliver to the City all data, drawings, specifications,
reports, estimates, summaries, and other information and materials accumulated in
performing this Contract, whether completed or in process.

D. Removal of Equipment. Except as provided above, in the case of termination of this
Contract before completion from any cause whatever, the Contractor, if notified to do
so by the City, shall promptly remove any part or all of Contractor's equipment and
supplies from the property of the City, failing which the City shall have the right to
remove such equipment and supplies at the expense of the Contractor.

23.BOOKS OF ACCOUNT AND AUDITING

The Contractor shall make available to the City if requested, true and complete records,
which support billing statements, reports, performance indices, and all other related
documentation. The City’s authorized representatives shall have access during
reasonable hours to all records, which are deemed appropriate to auditing billing
statements, reports, performance indices, and all other related documentation. The
Contractor agrees that it will keep and preserve for at least seven years all documents
related to the Contract which are routinely prepared, collected or compiled by the
Contractor during the performance of this Contract.

The City’s Auditor and the Auditor’s authorized representatives shall have the right at any
time to audit all of the related documentation. The Contractor shall make all
documentation available for examination at the Auditor’s request at either the Auditor’s or
Contractor's offices, and without expense to the City.

24. COMPLIANCE WITH IMMIGRATION REFORM AND CONTROL ACT OF 1986
Contractor certifies that Contractor has complied with the United States Immigration
Reform and Control Act of 1986. All persons employed by Contractor for performance of

this Contract have completed and signed Form 1-9 verifying their identities and
authorization for employment.
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25.LABOR

The Contractor shall employ only competent and skilled workmen and foremen in the
conduct of work on this Contract. The Contractor shall at all times enforce strict discipline
and good order among Contractor's employees. The Project Manager shall have the
authority to order the removal from the work of any person, including Contractor's or any
subcontractor’'s employees, who refuses or neglects to observe any of the provisions of
these Plans or Specifications, or who is incompetent, abusive, threatening, or disorderly
in conduct and any such person shall not again be employed on the Project.

In no event shall the City be responsible for overtime pay.
26.GRATUITIES

A. This Contract may be terminated if the Mayor, the Mayor’s designee, and/or the Procurement
Services Manager determine, in their sole discretion, that the Contractor or any officer,
employee, agent, or other representative whatsoever, of the Contractor offered or gave a gift
or hospitality to a City officer, employee, agent or Contractor for the purpose of influencing
any decision to grant a City contract or to obtain favorable treatment under any City contract.

B. The terms "hospitality" and "gift" include, but are not limited to, any payment, subscription,
advance, forbearance, acceptance, rendering or deposit of money, services, or anything of
value given or offered, including but not limited to food, lodging, transportation, recreation or
entertainment, token or award.

C. Contract termination under this provision shall constitute a breach of contract by the
Contractor, and the Contractor shall be liable to the City for all costs of reletting the contract
or completion of the project. Further, if the Contractor is terminated under this provision, or
violates this provision but is not terminated, the Contractor shall be subject to debarment
under the City's Procurement Regulations. The rights and remedies of the City provided in
this clause shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided
by law or under this Contract.

27.NON-DISCRIMINATION

The section headings contained in this Contract are for reference purposes only and shall
not affect the meaning or interpretation of this Contract.

30.DISPUTES

A. All administrative and contractual disputes arising from or related to this Contract shall
be addressed in the following manner:

i. If either Party disputes or disagrees with a Contract term or the other Party’s
interpretation of a Contract term or has any other administrative or contractual
dispute not addressed in the Unanticipated Circumstances provisions, such Party
shall promptly give the other Party written notice of said dispute.

ii.  The Parties shall hold a meeting as soon as reasonably possible, but in no event
later than thirty (30) calendar days from the initial written notice of the dispute,
attended by persons with decision-making authority regarding the dispute, to
attempt in good faith to negotiate a resolution of the dispute; provided, however,
that no such meeting shall be deemed to vitiate or reduce the obligations and
liabilities of the Parties or be deemed a waiver by a Party of any remedies to which
such Party would otherwise be entitled unless otherwise agreed to by the Parties
in writing.

iii. If, within thirty (30) calendar days after such meeting, the Parties have not
succeeded in negotiating a resolution of the dispute, they agree to submit the
dispute to non-binding mediation and to bear equally the costs of the mediation.

iv.  The Parties will jointly appoint a mutually acceptable mediator. If they fail to do so
within twenty (20) calendar days from the conclusion of the negotiation period, they
shall each select a mediator. The two mediators will then appoint a third mediator
who shall conduct mediation for the Parties as the sole mediator.

v. The Parties agree to participate in good faith in the mediation and negotiations for
a period of thirty (30) calendar days. The substantive and procedural law of the
State of Colorado shall apply to the proceedings. If the Parties are not successful
in resolving the dispute through mediation, then the Parties shall be free to pursue
any other remedy afforded by the laws of the State of Colorado.

vi. Until final resolution of any dispute hereunder, the Contractor shall diligently
proceed with the performance of this Contract as directed by the City. For purposes
of this Contract, termination for convenience shall not be deemed a dispute. The
City of Colorado Springs and the Contractor agree to notify each other in a timely
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manner of any claim, dispute, or cause of action arising from or related to this
Contract, and to negotiate in good faith to resolve any such claim, dispute, or cause
of action. To the extent that such negotiations fail, the City of Colorado Springs
and the Contractor agree that any lawsuit or cause of action that arises from or is
related to this Contract shall be filed with and litigated only by the Colorado District
Court for ElI Paso County, CO.

31.DELIVERY

The City may cancel this Contract or any portion thereof if delivery is not made when and
as specified, time being of the essence in this Contract. Contractor shall pay the City for
any loss or damage sustained by the City because of failure to perform in accordance
with this Contract.

32.PAYMENTS
All invoices shall be sent to the Project Manager identified in this Contract.

The City will pay the Contractor, upon submission of proper invoices, the prices stipulated
in the Contract for services rendered and accepted, less any deductions provided in this
Contract within 30 days (Net 30). The City will not pay late fees or interest. Any discount
payment terms offered on the invoice may be taken by the City.

Each invoice must contain at least the following information:

Contract number, issued purchase order number, invoice number, invoice date,
timeframe covered by invoice, type and amount of labor and materials used for that time
period, dollar amount in unit price, extended price, and total value of invoice.

If T&M

The City will make payments for services on a monthly basis for services performed
during the previous month in accordance with this Contract. All labor Invoices shall
include labor categories, rates, hours worked, and total amounts per category. All labor
categories and rates charged must be included in this Contract. No other categories or
rates will be allowed or payable. All labor invoices are subject to City approval.

Materials will be payable on a reimbursable basis with no additional profit, fee, overhead,
handling, or General and Administrative (G&A) costs. All costs for materials shall be
approved by the City Contracts Specialist before the costs are incurred and payable.

The City will pay the Contractor, upon submission of proper invoices, the prices stipulated
in the Contract for services rendered and accepted, less any deductions provided in this
Contract within 30 days (Net 30). The City will not pay late fees or interest. Any discount
payment terms offered on the invoice may be taken by the City.
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33.INSPECTION OF SERVICES

The Contractor is responsible for performing or having performed all inspections and tests
necessary to substantiate that the services furnished under this Contract conform to
Contract requirements, including any applicable technical requirements for specified
manufacturers’ parts. This clause takes precedence over any City inspection and testing
required in the Contract’'s specifications, except for specialized inspections or tests
specified to be performed solely by the City.

A. Definition of “services”, as used in this clause, includes services performed,
workmanship, and material furnished or utilized in the performance of services.

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APPENDIX B = SCOPE OF WORK
B.1 INTRODUCTION

The City of Colorado Springs was awarded a $9 million urban forestry grant from the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Forest Service (FS). This grant is intended to
enhance the urban canopy in disadvantaged portions of the City’s south and southeast
through contracts for tree care, maintenance, and planting projects. The southeastern
portion of Colorado Springs affected by the grant, hereafter referred to as the “grant area”,
encompasses seven zip codes and has static boundaries which are outlined in the
provided map. The following neighborhoods are partially or entirely included within the
grant area: Mill St., Stratton Meadows, Hillside, Mid Shooks Run, Boulder Park, Knob Hill,
Park Hill, East Lake, Pikes Peak Park, Southborough, and Deerfield Hills. The Urban
Forest Improvement grant aims to inform and educate the public about proper tree care.
Maintenance work will coincide with outreach efforts. The grant funds are available
immediately for the City. This contract will be used to accomplish the grant objectives for
the base year plus 4 option years.

The following description, while not intended to cover all details, outlines the general
scope of work. Interested contractors must bid on this On-Call Contract prior to bidding
on any grant-funded work. Work will be issued in two ways with this contract:

A. Task orders will be released under this On-Call Contract within the grant area. Work
may include large-scale area prunes, median tree trimming, tree care, climbing crews,
tree removals, stump grinding and planting projects.

B. Time-sensitive work will be assigned to the selected contractors in a Time and Material
(T&M) manner. As maintenance items are identified, a purchase order with a not to
exceed dollar amount will be issued to selected contractors based on their provided rate
sheets. This type of work will require timely and competent communication between the
contractor and the City’s Grant Staff Foresters.

C. Tree care companies of any size are encouraged to bid on this contract. Although this
contract encompasses many types of arboricultural work, applicants are not required to
perform every service described herein in order to apply.

B.2 SCOPE OF WORK
The general function and responsibilities of the Contractor shall be as follows:

A. The Contractor must fully comply with the letter and spirit of the City of Colorado
Springs Equal Opportunity Clause relating to equal opportunity and affirmative action.
The contractor may obtain a copy upon request to the Purchasing Office. The Rules and
Regulations of the City Forestry Division must be heeded. Copies will be made available
upon request to the Contractor. The Rules and Regulations are incorporated by reference
herein.
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B. Contractors must be licensed by the City of Colorado Springs prior to performing any
work for the City. For questions about the licensing process please visit
https://coloradosprings.gov/city-clerk/page/tree-service-license or call
(719) 385-5942 for more information. Contractors may apply for this On-Call Contract
before obtaining licensure but will not be awarded work until licensed.

C. All work shall be performed in conformance with the Rules and Regulations established
by Occupational Safety and Health Administration, Environmental Protection Agency,
Colorado State Department of Agriculture, and the American National Standards Institute
Z133.1, latest revision, labeled: American National Standard for Tree Care Operations —
Pruning, Trimming, Repairing, Maintaining, and Removing Trees and Cutting Brush-
Safety Requirements.

D. The contractor is responsible for the preservation of all public and private property
including turf, sidewalks, curbs, fences, sprinkler heads and valves. If any direct or indirect
damage occurs to public or private property by the Contractor, on account of any act,
omission, neglect or misconduct in the execution of the work on the part of the Contractor,
such property shall be restored by the Contractor at Contractor’s expense to the condition
equal to that existing before such damage or injury, and the Contractor shall repair such
damage in a manner acceptable to the City.

E. Work zone traffic control will be in accordance with the manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices published by the U. S. Department of Transportation. Traffic and
pedestrian control plans must be approved by the Traffic Engineer prior to
commencement of any pruning or removal activity.

F. The successful bidder’s equipment must meet noise requirements of 21-8-101, et. seq.
and 21-8-201 et. seq. of the Code of the City of Colorado Springs 1980, as amended,
during all operations.

G. The disposal of wood and debris shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. All elm
wood greater than 2” in diameter must be chipped, debarked before storage, or removed
from the city limits of Colorado Springs.

H. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to furnish supervision, labor, materials, tools
and all equipment necessary to complete the job in an acceptable manner.

I. The Contractor shall notify Grant Staff Foresters of any defective, weakened or dead
trees. If the Contractor deems a tree scheduled for pruning should instead be a removal,
the Contractor shall contact Grant Staff Foresters for a re-inspection of the tree prior to
performing any work on said tree.

J. The Contractor shall provide a weekly work plan to Grant Staff Foresters including each

day’s planned work location. If there is any change to the provided plan, Contractor must
notify Grant Staff Foresters.
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K. American elm trees shall be pruned between October 1 and April 1. Apple trees and
other trees susceptible to fire blight shall be pruned between November 1 and March 1.
Where conditions are hazardous to persons or property, a tree may be pruned at any
time. Fire blight precautions must be in compliance with ANSI standards and ISA Best
Management Practices.

L. Amount and schedule of work will be communicated and mutually agreed upon
throughout the year by Contractor and Grant Staff Foresters.

Contractor will provide Grant Staff Foresters with regular updates regarding progress,
challenges, and any other relevant information on a weekly basis at minimum.

M. Request for payment must be submitted within thirty (30) days of completion.

N. Incomplete or unacceptable work must be completed within fourteen (14) working days
of notification of the need for follow up activity.

O. Work that is not completed in a timely manner as outlined in the previous clause may
be subject to a late fee deduction. This penalty shall result in a deduction of 5% of listed
cost per task for each week after the deadline unless prior authorization is requested and
agreed upon (extensions during storm/weather events, unforeseen staffing issues, etc.).

P. As requested by Grant Staff Foresters, Contractor may need to produce photographs
of tree care operations for City’s use as promotional content. Contractor may be asked to
work with City Communications team in order to release project updates to the public.

B.3 PRUNING SPECIFICATIONS

A. Pruning Objectives: To prune street trees throughout the grant area for risk mitigation,
clearance over streets, sidewalks, yards and homes, and for tree health and structure.

B. Standard Practices: Trees shall be pruned following standard practices in the American
National Standard for Tree Care Operations (ANSI A300) to include but not limited to the
following:

1. Pruning tools shall be kept sharpened to produce final cuts with a smooth
surface and firmly attached remaining adjacent bark. Pruning shall be done in such
a manner as to avoid nicks and abrasions.

2. When removing a lateral branch at its point of origin the final cut shall be made
without cutting into the branch bark ridge or branch collar and without leaving a
stub.

3. Unless otherwise noted in the pruning instructions, no more than 25% of the
foliage on a mature tree and no more than 25% of the foliage of a single branch
should be removed.

4. When pruning cuts are made to a side limb, the remaining limb shall possess a
basal thickness of at least 1/3 of the diameter of the cut and/or be vigorous enough
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to maintain adequate foliage to callus around the cut and sustain the remaining
branch.

5. Tree branches shall be removed in such a manner so as not to cause damage
to other parts of the tree or to other plants or property.

6. Large branches shall be cut using the three-cut method to avoid peeling the
bark.

7. Trunks of trees shall be kept free of epicormic shoots or sprout growth to a
minimum height of 14 feet. This shall include all epicormic shoots growing at the
base of the tree. Exceptions in street clearance are allowed for smaller trees or
trees which would be irreparably damaged.

8. All tools used on a tree known or suspected to contain an infectious disease
shall be properly disinfected immediately before, during, and after completing the
work in accordance with ANSI and ISA Best Management Practices.

9. Contractor shall notify the Grant Staff Foresters of trees with major defects that
may present a hazard to the public.

C. Pruning Types: For contract purposes, crown cleaning and crown raising (clearance)
are the primary pruning types. In certain circumstances, other pruning types such as
structural development pruning or crown restoration may be specified.

B.4

1. Crown Cleaning: Selective removal from a tree’s crown of one or more of the
following items: dead, dying, diseased or weak branches and water sprouts greater
than 2” diameter (measured at the base of each branch), and broken branches or
stubs.

2. Crown Raising (Clearance): Removal of the lower branches of a tree in order to
provide 14’ of clearance over streets and 8’ clearance over sidewalks keeping in
mind the shape and balance of a tree. Exceptions in street clearance are allowed
for smaller trees or trees which would be irreparably damaged. Crown raising shall
also include clearance from yards, streetlights, traffic signs and buildings.
Clearance shall include branching that is directed toward the street, sidewalk,
traffic signs or buildings which will cause clearance problems within the next few
years.

3. Structural Development Pruning: Pruning to influence the orientation, spacing,
growth rate, strength of attachment, and ultimate size of branches and stems.

4. Crown Restoration: Pruning to clean up storm damaged or drought damaged
trees: A combination of subordinate pruning, reduction and heading cuts will be
used to improve the structure and health of tree.

REMOVAL SPECIFICATIONS

A. Tree Removal: Contractor shall be experienced in the removal of trees in accordance
with standards set forth by the arboriculture industry as specified in ANSI Z133.1
especially sections 6.7 Log Loaders, Cranes and Related Hoists, 9.4 Lowering Limbs and
9.5 Tree Removal. All limbs greater than 8 inches in diameter shall be lowered to the
ground through the use of lowering ropes, pulleys or crane so as to prevent branches and
trunks from falling and creating damage to adjacent homes, driveways, sidewalks, trees,
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shrubs, streets and other property both public and private. Stumps shall either be ground
out to a depth of 16” or be cut to a height of no more than 4 inches above grade unless
approved by the Grant Staff Foresters. Any parts of the tree left at the request of the
property owner shall be documented in writing by contractor and signed by property
owner. EIm logs may not be left.

B. Liability for Damage to Property and/or Plant Material: Any tree damage caused by the
Contractor shall be repaired immediately at no additional cost to the City. Any tree
damaged beyond repair will be removed and replaced by the Contractor at no additional
cost to the City of Colorado Springs. The replacement tree will be of a size and species
acceptable to Grant Staff Foresters. Contractor is responsible for ensuring that all work is
done in a safe and responsible manner. Any damage done to either City of Colorado
Springs property or private property shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to repair
or to make arrangements to repair with the City of Colorado Springs approval. This shall
be done prior to final payment of contract.

C. Herbicide Application: Any stumps not ground out shall have the cambium layer treated
with an appropriate herbicide from the City’s approved list within 10 minutes of being cut
using a cut-stump application. Any sprouts originating from the trunk flare shall also be
cut and treated to prevent regrowth. If applying herbicide, contractor must be licensed
with the Colorado Department of Agriculture as a commercial applicator in the appropriate
categories. Proper pesticide flagging shall be used and left in place for 48 hours after
application.

B.5 STUMP GRINDING SPECIFICATIONS

A. Stump Grinding Objectives: To completely remove stumps to a depth of sixteen inches
(16”) and properly dispose of excess grindings.

B. Standard Practices: Contractor is required to call the Utility Notification Center of
Colorado (811) for utility locates for all stumps prior to stumping.

1. Remove stumps to a depth of sixteen inches below the grade.

2. Remove root flares at least two feet from the stump.

3. Remove root flares at least four inches below grade.

4. Backfill to a height of no more than six inches but at sufficient height to allow
backfill to settle at grade.

B.6 PLANTING SPECIFICATIONS
A. Planting Objective: Increase tree canopy within the grant area with proper species
selection, site selection, and planting guidelines. This shall include planting on public and

private property with private landowners who have registered their interest separately with
the City.
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B. Standard Practices: Trees shall be planted following standard practices in the
American National Standard for Tree Care Operations (ANSI A300; Part 6) including but
not limited to the following:

1. Sites shall be inspected for any hazards prior to implementing any planting.
Utility location and other obstructions including but not limited to, gas, electric,
communications, sewer, drainage, and signage, both below and above ground
shall be taken into consideration.

a. Contractor is required to call the Utility Notification Center of Colorado

(811) for all planting sites prior to planting.
2. If any condition is observed while the work is being performed requiring attention
beyond the original scope of work, the condition shall be reported to Grant Staff
Foresters.
3. Planting and transplanting should occur while environmental conditions are
favorable for tree survival and establishment. Planting and transplanting should be
avoided during summer and winter months.
4. Root ball sizes should be of a diameter and depth to encompass enough of the
root system as necessary for establishment. ANSI Z60.1 provides a reference for
nursery stock caliper sizes under 8 inches (20cm).
5. Damage to the root ball, crown or trunk should be prevented during
transportation and storage. Trees shall be transported with a shade cloth unless
no foliage is present. Any irreparable damage to trees caused by Contractor must
be reported to the Grant Staff Foresters and a replacement tree of equal or greater
value will be installed at Contractor’s expense. Failure to report damage to trees
will carry additional penalties.
6. Final depth of the planting hole is determined by the depth of the root ball. Depth
of the root ball shall be measured from the bottom of the trunk flare to the bottom
of the ball. The bottom of the trunk flare shall be at or above the finished grade.
7. Immediately after planting, the surrounding soil in the root zone should be
watered to field capacity.
8. Newly planted trees must be mulched using organic undyed wood mulch in a 2-
4" thick layer surrounding each tree but not contacting tree trunk.

a. “Volcano mulching” must be avoided.
9. Soil and mulch in planting sites should be arranged in such a way that each tree
has a “well” surrounding its trunk shaped to collect precipitation.

10. Planting holes should not be amended or fertilized at time of planting, and
Contractor must make an effort to backfill planting hole with soil native to planting
location.
11. Contractor must abide by any additional planting requirements communicated
by Grant Staff Foresters prior to planting on public or private property.
12. Trees shall be installed with stakes and guying materials.
a. When appropriate, additional protective measures such as trunk wrap,
deer fencing or watering aids may be required.
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13. When applicable, contractor must plant pursuant to the guidelines outlined in
the City of Colorado Springs Planting Diagram. The diagram is publicly available
on the City website at
https://coloradosprings.gov/document/treeplanting0106202300.pdf

14. When applicable, contractor must comply with the City’s Tree Protection
Details which are publicly available on the City website at
https://coloradosprings.gov/document/treeprotectiondetailsfinalfromdw. pdf

C. Prior to any planting on private property, Contractor will consult with property owner to
confirm property owner’s responsibility for tree maintenance after planting. Grant Staff
Foresters will work with property owner to select a mutually agreeable tree species and
planting location.

1. Contractor will provide property owner with necessary documentation releasing
City and Contractor from any liability or responsibility for tree upkeep after planting
is completed.

B.7 STANDARDS OF SAFETY REQUIRED FOR TREE WORK/CONDUCT OF
OPERATIONS

A. The right to conduct tree service work in the City does not expressly or implicitly
authorize the Contractor to violate any law while in the process of performing such tree
work.

B. The American National Standards Institute publication, Z133 Safety Requirements for
Arboricultural Operations, shall be followed.

C. All such work shall be conducted in a manner as to cause the least possible
interference with, or annoyance to others.

D. The foreman and crewmembers shall maintain their appearance, and that their attitude
and conduct shall reflect favorably upon the City.

E. Inadequately or improperly trained personnel shall not be utilized for work on trees
beyond such person’s known capacity or ability to perform properly or safely.

F. A foreman shall be present at all times when work is being performed, except that the
foreman may be absent for short periods during the day when necessary because of
emergencies or other urgent matters.

G. Any injury to persons or damage to any improvements, tree, or structure located upon
or underneath any public street or public right-of-way resulting from any permitted tree
work shall be promptly reported to the Grant Staff Foresters and Contractor shall make
arrangements for restitution or repair within a reasonable period of time.
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H. Cleanup of branches, limbs, or any other debris resulting from any tree operations shall
be promptly and properly accomplished. The work area shall be kept safe at all times until
the cleanup operation is completed. Under no circumstances shall accumulation of brush,
limbs, or other debris be allowed on a public right-of-way in such a manner as to result in
a hazard to the public. All brush, logs, and other debris must be removed from the work
site at the end of each day.

I. Unless the work area is totally barricaded or otherwise kept safe, at least one
representative of the Contractor shall serve to coordinate safe operations on the ground
at all times when permitted work operations are in progress.

J. Pedestrian and vehicular traffic shall be allowed to pass through the work areas only
under conditions of safety and with as little inconvenience and delay as possible.

K. Any use of tools or equipment in an unsafe condition or any application of techniques
or methods deemed unsafe to persons or property is forbidden.

L. The use of climbing spurs or spike shoes in the act of pruning trees is prohibited.

M. Tree workers shall not leave the work site if any severed or partially cut tree limbs
remain in the tree.

N. Whenever larger tree sections which may endanger persons or property are being cut
in a treetop, such materials shall be secured by ropes and lowered safely in a controlled
manner.

O. Whenever electric or telephone lines, gas lines, water lines, or any other
improvements, public or private, may be jeopardized by any authorized tree activity, the
proper authorities of the utilities involved, or property owner involved, shall be consulted
prior to performing any work activity, and all requested reasonable precautions by any
such authority or persons shall be complied with.

B.8 ADMINSTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS
A. Billing
Invoices are to be submitted with the following information:

1. Name of company, address, phone number
2. Task ID
3. Location of work, such as address or other description
4. Diameter of tree(s)
5. Job-specific notes (deviation from job description, firewood left, etc.)
6. Total
B. Record Keeping
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The Contractor agrees that it shall keep full and complete books, records and accounts
of all financial transactions with respect to this Contract. Such books, records, and
accounts shall be maintained in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles and shall be maintained in such a fashion as to provide a detailed financial
analysis for each transaction area. All such books, records, and accounts that are directly
related to this Contract shall be subject to audit upon reasonable notice by the City
Auditor.

B.9 CITY RESPONSIBILITIES

A. The City will provide the Contractor with a list of all trees that are to be pruned or
removed on an as-needed basis. A Purchase Order will be issued that may include
pruning and removal.

B. Grant Staff Foresters will inspect and approve tree work after a progress invoice is
submitted. Inspections by Grant Staff Foresters will occur periodically and any violation
of the Contract that causes irreparable damage to trees will be assessed using the ISA
Tree Appraisal Standards.

C. The City will conduct a pre-work meeting before Contractor is allowed to start.
B.10 TASK ORDER PROCEDURE

The City may elect to choose a different contractor for each project type and in any area
through the issuance of a Task Order issued to Contractors awarded this On-Call
Contract.

It is anticipated that there may be multiple types of Task Orders to be issued under this
contract:

A. Comprehensive Area Pruning (may include removals)
B. Rapid Response (may include removals)

C. Corridor Pruning (may include removals)

D. Tree Removals

E. Stump Grinding

F. Planting

The City will solicit bids from vendors approved through this On-Call Contract for a variety
of future Task Orders from within the above listed categories. Upon selection of a bid, the
Task Order will be awarded to the successful bidding Contractor and work will be carried
out. Once work is completed and satisfactorily inspected by Grant Staff Foresters,
Contractor will be paid in full by the City of Colorado Springs.

Multiple pricing types are envisioned as part of this contract:
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A. Time and Materials: Contractor will provide an hourly rate for supplied labor and
equipment with no predetermined total cost. This pricing structure is expected to be
limited to emergency or storm-related tasks. The hourly rate sheet is mandatory for all
applicants. Work required can include but not limited to:

1. Comprehensive Area Pruning (may include removals)

2. Corridor Pruning (may include removals)

3. Tree Removals

4. Stump Grinding

5. Planting

6. Cleanup and removal of brush piles, hangers, structurally compromised trees,
and other tree damage

B. Lump Sum Task Order: Contractor will review a list of trees and associated work
provided by City and bid on the total cost to complete all listed tasks. This pricing structure
is expected to be used for all types of work listed in this document with the exception of
emergency response.

C. Unit Price Task Order: Contractor will provide a set unit price for pruning, removals,
stumping, or planting tasks using a provided price sheet which separates tasks by the
size of material; for example, a tree removal price sheet would have a cost category for
1-6” dbh, 7-12” dbh, and so on. This pricing structure is expected to be used for all types
of work listed in this document with the exception of emergency response.

Costs are expected to vary depending on the scope of work for each lump-sum task order
issued under this On-Call Contract.

1. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

A. The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin. The Contractor will take affirmative
action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during
employment without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, or national origin. such action
shall include, but not be limited to the following: Employment, upgrading, demotion, or
transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other
forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The
Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants
for employment, notices to be provided setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause.

B. The Contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or
on behalf of the Contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive considerations
for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, or national origin.

C. The Contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which
he has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice to
be provided advising the said labor union or workers' representatives of the contractor's
commitments under this section, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places
available to employees and applicants for employment.

D. The Contractor will comply with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September
24, 1965, and of the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

E. The Contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order
11246 of September 24, 1965, and by rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of
Labor, or pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his books, records, and accounts by
the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to
ascertain compliance with such rules, regulations, and orders.

F. In the event of the Contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of

U.S. savings bonds and savings notes: Provided, That any subcontractor below
the first tier which performs construction work at the site of construction shall be
required to file such a report if it meets requirements of paragraphs (a)(1) (i), (ii),
and (iv) of this section.

2. Each person required by 8§ 60-1.7(a)(1) to submit reports shall file such a report
with the contracting or administering agency within 30 days after the award to him
of a contract or subcontract, unless such person has submitted such a report within
12 months preceding the date of the award. Subsequent reports shall be submitted
annually in accordance with 8§ 60-1.7(a)(1), or at such other intervals as the Deputy
Assistant Secretary may require.

B. Requirements for bidders or prospective contractors—

When a
determination has been made to award the contract or subcontract to a specific
contractor, such contractor shall be required, prior to award, or after the award, or
both, to furnish such other information as the applicant or the Deputy Assistant
Secretary requests.
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C. Use of reports. Reports filed pursuant to this section shall be used only in connection
with the administration of the order, the Civil Rights Act of 1964, or in furtherance of the
purposes of the order and said Act.[43 FR 49240, Oct. 20, 1978, as amended at 62 FR
66971, Dec. 22, 1997]

3. RESERVED
4. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS (from FAR 52.222-4)

The term “Contracting Officer” herein shall refer to the City of Colorado Springs
Contracting Specialist assigned to this contract.

The term “Government” herein shall refer to the City of Colorado Springs and any
interested federal or state entity.

A. Overtime requirements. No Contractor or subcontractor employing laborers or
mechanics (see Federal Acquisition Regulation 22.300) shall require or permit them to
work over 40 hours in any workweek unless they are paid at least 1 and 1/2 times the
basic rate of pay for each hour worked over 40 hours.

B. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages. The responsible Contractor
and subcontractor are liable for unpaid wages if they violate the terms in paragraph (a) of
this clause. In addition, the Contractor and subcontractor are liable for liquidated damages
payable to the Government. The Contracting Officer will assess liquidated damages at
the rate of $10 per affected employee for each calendar day on which the employer
required or permitted the employee to work in excess of the standard workweek of 40
hours without paying overtime wages required by the Contract Work Hours and Safety
Standards statute (found at 40 U.S.C. chapter 37).

C. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. The Contracting Officer will
withhold from payments due under the contract sufficient funds required to satisfy any
Contractor or subcontractor liabilities for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. If
amounts withheld under the contract are insufficient to satisfy Contractor or subcontractor
liabilities, the Contracting Officer will withhold payments from other Federal or federally
assisted contracts held by the same Contractor that are subject to the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards statute

D. Payrolls and basic records.

1. The Contractor and its subcontractors shall maintain payrolls and basic payroll
records for all laborers and mechanics working on the contract during the contract
and shall make them available to the Government until 3 years after contract
completion. The records shall contain the name and address of each employee,
social security number, labor classifications, hourly rates of wages paid, daily and
weekly number of hours worked, deductions made, and actual wages paid. The
records need not duplicate those required for construction work by Department of
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Labor regulations at 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3) implementing the Construction Wage Rate
Requirements statute.

2. The Contractor and its subcontractors shall allow authorized representatives of
the Contracting Officer or the Department of Labor to inspect, copy, or transcribe
records maintained under paragraph (d)(1) of this clause. The Contractor or
subcontractor also shall allow authorized representatives of the Contracting Officer
or Department of Labor to interview employees in the workplace during working
hours.

E. Subcontracts. The Contractor shall insert the provisions set forth in paragraphs (a)
through (d) of this clause in subcontracts that may require or involve the employment of
laborers and mechanics and require subcontractors to include these provisions in any
such lower tier subcontracts. The Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any
subcontractor or lower-tier subcontractor with the provisions set forth in paragraphs (a)
through (d) of this clause.

5. CLEAN AIR ACT

By signing this Contract, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards,
orders, or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401-7671q) and
the Federal Water Pollution Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C. 1251-1387). Violations
must be reported to the Federal awarding agency and the Regional Office of the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). Further, the Contractor agrees to include this
clause in all subcontracts in excess of $150,000.

6. DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION

By signing this Contract, the Contractor certifies to the best of its knowledge and belief
that it and its principals:

A. Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible,
or voluntarily excluded from covered transactions by any Federal department or agency;

B. Have not within a three year period preceding this proposal been convicted of or had
a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in
connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, or
local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of Federal or State
antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, falsification or
destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving stolen property;

C. Are not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a government

entity (Federal, State, or local) with commission of any of the offenses enumerated in
paragraph (1)(b) of this certification; and
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D. Have not within a three-year period preceding this application/proposal had one or
more public transactions (Federal, State, or local) terminated for cause or default.

7. BYRD ANTI-LOBBYING AMENDMENT

By signing this Contract, the Contractor certifies that it will not and has not used Federal
appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to
influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or
employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with
obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352.
Further, the Contractor certifies that it has not engaged in lobbying with non-Federal funds
that takes place in connection with obtaining any Federal award. The Contractor must
require the same certification from all subcontractors with subcontracts valued in excess
of $100,000 under this Contract.

8. SMALL BUSINESS REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor must take all necessary affirmative steps to assure that minority
businesses, women's business enterprises, and labor surplus area firms are used when
possible.

Affirmative steps must include:

A. Placing qualified small and minority businesses and women's business enterprises on
subcontract solicitation lists.

B. Assuring that small and minority businesses, and women's business enterprises are
solicited whenever they are potential sources for subcontracting.

C. Dividing total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or
guantities to permit maximum participation by small and minority businesses, and
women's business enterprises.

D. Establishing delivery schedules, where the requirement permits, which encourage
participation by small and minority businesses, and women's business enterprises.

E. Using the services and assistance, as appropriate, of such organizations as the Small
Business Administration and the Minority Business Development Agency of the
Department of Commerce.

9. PROCUREMENT OF RECOVERED MATERIALS
The Contractor must comply with section 6002 of the Solid Waste Disposal Act, as
amended by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act. The requirements of Section

6002 include procuring only items designated in guidelines of the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) at 40 CFR part 247 that contain the highest percentage of
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recovered materials practicable, consistent with maintaining a satisfactory level of
competition, where the purchase price of the item exceeds $10,000 or the value of the
quantity acquired by the preceding fiscal year exceeded $10,000; procuring solid waste
management services in a manner that maximizes energy and resource recovery; and
establishing an affirmative procurement program for procurement of recovered materials
identified in the EPA guidelines.

10. ANTI-KICKBACK PROCEDURES
A. Definitions.

1. “Kickback,” as used in this clause, means any money, fee, commission, credit,
gift, gratuity, thing of value, or compensation of any kind which is provided to any
prime Contractor, prime Contractor employee, subcontractor, or subcontractor
employee for the purpose of improperly obtaining or rewarding favorable treatment
in connection with a prime contract or in connection with a subcontract relating to
a prime contract.

2. “Person,” as used in this clause, means a corporation, partnership, business
association of any kind, trust, joint-stock company, or individual.

3. “Prime contract,” as used in this clause, means a contract or contractual action
entered into by the United States for the purpose of obtaining supplies, materials,
equipment, or services of any kind.

4. “Prime Contractor” as used in this clause, means a person who has entered into
a prime contract with the United States.

5. “Prime Contractor employee,” as used in this clause, means any officer, partner,
employee, or agent of a prime Contractor.

6. “Subcontract,” as used in this clause, means a contract or contractual action
entered into by a prime Contractor or subcontractor for the purpose of obtaining
supplies, materials, equipment, or services of any kind under a prime contract.

7. “Subcontractor,” as used in this clause,
a. Means any person, other than the prime Contractor, who offers to furnish
or furnishes any supplies, materials, equipment, or services of any kind
under a prime contract or a subcontract entered into in connection with such
prime contract, and

b. Includes any person who offers to furnish or furnishes general supplies
to the prime Contractor or a higher tier subcontractor.
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8. “Subcontractor employee,” as used in this clause, means any officer, partner,
employee, or agent of a subcontractor.

B. The 41 U.S.C. chapter 87, Kickbacks, prohibits any person from --
1. Providing or attempting to provide or offering to provide any kickback;
2. Soliciting, accepting, or attempting to accept any kickback; or

3. Including, directly or indirectly, the amount of any kickback in the contract price
charged by a prime Contractor to the United States or in the contract price charged
by a subcontractor to a prime Contractor or higher tier subcontractor.

C. The Contractor shall have in place and follow reasonable procedures designed to
prevent and detect possible violations described in paragraph (b) of this clause in its own
operations and direct business relationships.

When the Contractor has reasonable grounds to believe that a violation described in
paragraph (b) of this clause may have occurred, the Contractor shall promptly report in
writing the possible violation. Such reports shall be made to the inspector general of the
contracting agency, the head of the contracting agency if the agency does not have an
inspector general, or the Attorney General.

The Contractor shall cooperate fully with any Federal agency investigating a possible
violation described in paragraph (b) of this clause.

The Contracting Officer may

1. offset the amount of the kickback against any monies owed by the United States
under the prime contract and/or

2. direct that the Prime Contractor withhold from sums owed a subcontractor under
the prime contract the amount of the kickback. The Contracting Officer may order
that monies withheld under subdivision (c)(4)(ii) of this clause be paid over to the
Government unless the Government has already offset those monies under
subdivision (c)(4)(i) of this clause. In either case, the Prime Contractor shall notify
the Contracting Officer when the monies are withheld.

The Contractor agrees to incorporate the substance of this clause, including
subparagraph (c)(5) but excepting subparagraph (c)(1), in all subcontracts under this
contract which exceed $150,000.

11. ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN ENERGY CONSUMING PRODUCTS

A. Definition. As used in this clause--

1. “Energy-efficient product”—
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a. Means a product that—

i. Meets Department of Energy and Environmental Protection
Agency criteria for use of the Energy Star trademark label; or

ii. Is in the upper 25 percent of efficiency for all similar products as
designated by the Department of Energy’s Federal Energy
Management Program.

2. The term “product” does not include any energy-consuming product or system
designed or procured for combat or combat-related missions (42 U.S.C. 8259b).

B. The Contractor shall ensure that energy-consuming products are energy efficient
products (i.e., ENERGY STAR® products or FEMP-designated products) at the time of
contract award, for products that are—

1. Delivered.

2. Acquired by the Contractor for use in performing services at a Federally
controlled facility.

3. Furnished by the Contractor for use by the Government.

4. Specified in the design of a building or work, or incorporated during its
construction, renovation, or maintenance.

C. The requirements of paragraph (b) apply to the Contractor (including any
subcontractor) unless:

1. The energy-consuming product is not listed in the ENERGY STAR® Program
or FEMP; or

2. Otherwise approved in writing by the Contracting Officer.
