A Park System Master Plan outlines the
goals and vision of a community’s parks,
recreation, tralils, and open spaces system
while also identitying how well it serves the
community and priorities for improvements.

Why does Colorado Springs need a Park System

Master Plan?

As an update to Colorado Springs’ 2014 Park System Master Plan, this plan will help to
determine if existing parkland, recreation amenities, trails, and open spaces meet the needs of
the community today while providing recommendations for future park and trail development,
management of open spaces, and providing recreation and cultural services. The city is
practicing great foresight in developing this master plan and ensuring that future investments
and improvements are made with community needs in mind.

How will the Park System Master Plan be used?

The role of parks, recreation, open space, and trails in our community has grown and come
to define a new level of importance for many in Colorado Springs. As Colorado Springs looks
to the future, the 2026 Park System Master Plan will help identify and prioritize capital
Improvements, programming, services, and other recommendations to meet the
community’s needs and priorities. The plan will also align with community guiding documents
that establish the long-term vision for Colorado Springs. With adoption of the plan, the Parks,
Recreation and Cultural Services Department will be able to implement actions as funding
permits.
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Schedule:

The planning process will take approximately
12 months in duration. Adoption is targeted for
Spring 2020.

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Since the inception of the City of Colorado Springs, a robust parks system
has shaped the city’s identity. Over the last 118 years the city has focused on
park development and management. By 1947, a Department of Parks and
Recreation had been created, in 1973 voters enacted a parkland dedication
ordinance and in 2023 voters reaffirmed the Trails, Open Space and Parks
(TOPS) sales and use tax through the year 2045. The city has been actively
planning the park system since the very first Parks System Master Plan

N 1976. This Master Plan will celebrate 50 years of planning our parks,
recreation, trails, and open space.

INn 2025, the city maintains over 13,000 acres of parkland and open space,
over 11,000 acres of natural and cultural resource areas, 156 parks, over
100+ miles of urban trails, 4 community centers, the Pioneers Museum, 2 golf
courses, 2 cemeteries, and a host of historical and archaeologically significant
artifacts. The city also supervises two areas of national and global prominence
— Garden of the Gods Park and Pikes Peak America’s Mountain, which are
among the most visited attractions in the country.

Today, the City of Colorado Springs is facing a number of challenges:
